Manuscript Submission Checklist
To help expedite the review process and maintain the highest quality of submission, the CAPS Publications Committee has instituted the following checklist that must be completed and verified by the submitting author. Failure to comply with the checklist components may lead to refusal of manuscript review. Please read carefully.

1. The uploaded manuscript file, abstract and all supporting figures and tables, have a unique filename.

Example: Author name_manuscript_short title.doc

2. The manuscript is a Microsoft Word( document. This will allow track changes to be made on the manuscript that will then be returned to the author for review and correction.

3. The manuscript is double-spaced using a 12-point font with 1-inch page margins, including the abstract.

4. The manuscript contains a formal title page indicating the authors, their hospital affiliations as well as the full contact information of the corresponding author.

5. Pagination has been used to identify each page of the manuscript, including figures, tables and legends. 

Example: Author last name et al., 1
6. Each figure has been uploaded as a separate document and is either in high quality “jpeg” or “tiff” format. It must also have a unique filename.



e.g. authorname_figure1

7. The Figure legends have been uploaded as a separate document with a unique filename.

8. Each table has been uploaded as a separate document and is in a Microsoft  Word(format 



e.g. authorname_table1

9. References have been formatted according to the guidelines published in The Journal of Pediatric Surgery. 

10. Up to five “keywords” have been listed immediately following the abstract.
11. The abstract has been uploaded as a separate document and is a maximum of 200 words excluding the title and headings.
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
